Installation Notes: 

Surface Mounting
Use screws to fix the mounting base in the desired position on
the cabinet surface.
Slide and snap the controller into the mounting base to
complete installation.

Recessed Mounting
Cut slots at the edge of the panel or laminate as shown below:

Depth: 10mm
Width: 48.8 ±0.2mm
Height: 38.7 ±0.2mm

Insert the controller into the recess and secure using the
provided clip.

Initial Setup
1.Remove the battery insulation tab before use.
2.Connect the lighting fixtures to the sensor, then power up the device.
3.Within 30 seconds of powering on, press and hold the code button on the sensor.
4.The fixtures will flash three times to confirm successful pairing.
5.The remote control can now operate this group of fixtures.
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Learning Between Sensors - To Pair sensors A and B:
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Wireless Pairing, Clearing Codes, and Learning Function

Pairing the sensor and Receiver
After powering on the receiver, press and hold the pair code button on the receiver for 5
seconds.
The lamp will flash three times, confirming successful pairing.

Clearing Codes
With the receiver powered on, press and hold the pair code and clear code buttons
simultaneously for around 5 seconds.
The lamp will flash three times to confirm that the pairing has been cleared.
The remote control will no longer operate this receiver.

Uncoded Sensor B:
Long press the code key for 5
seconds, the indicator light is
always on at this time to enter
the learning state.

Sensor A: Long press the code key
for 2 seconds, the indicator light
of sensor B will turn off.
Successful learning, sensor A,B
can control the same receiver.
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To Clear the Code:
Press and hold the clear code key for 5 seconds, the sensor
indicator goes out. The code value is cleared successfully. 

This function is only effective when the sensor has learned the
code value of other the other sensor.
